
What You Need to Know: Getting a Jump on Grant Applications across the Great Lakes Midwest Resource

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KEY TAKEAWAYS:
} Be prepared, do not wait for grant applications to open before developing a plan.
} Obtaining an EIN and UEI is completely free. You do NOT need to pay anyone to register your

business with the state or federal government. Use websites ending in “gov” to avoid being
unnecessarily charged.

} Always consider your business’s mission, vision, and values when
considering grant opportunities.

} Be prepared to tell a compelling story about your business.
