No Stallions, smoking, foul language, drugs, alcohol, or
abuse. Helmets required for Walk-Trot, English, Gymkhana, and Clover Bud. The judge’s decision is final. Walk-trot riders
are not to canter at any time and will be disqualified in a class if they take 3 or more canter steps. Ponies measure 56” or
less at the withers. Walk-Trot Ponies must enter the Walk-Trot division. NO STALLS AVAILABLE — No dogs allowed except
for service dogs. Classes to be combined or split at show manager’s discretion.

*Clover bud rules: Helmets required for all Clover buds. Participant awards only; no placings

e Age 5 (6 or 7) Horse must wear a halter and lead. Youth must be directly accompanied one-on-one by a parent, guardian
or adult volunteer who is on foot holding the animal’s lead or halter to maximize safety.

e Age 6 (or 7) May ride a horse unaccompanied, but only at the walk. Spotters to be in the ring at all times.

e Age 7 only: May ride at walk and trot with spotters in the ring at all times.
